In all communications a momentary
pause is to be made between each com-
plete sign ; the arms are to he dropped

between each word or group, the indicator
alone remaining out.

Flag E, hoisted singly, or with Distin-
guishing Signals or Fleet Numbers, de-
notes that a communication is about to
be made by Semaphore, the arms of which
are, at the same time, to be set to the sign
required. When addressing a single ship

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Flaz E is to be hoisted inferior to the
Fleet Number of that ship. When
wddressing two ships it is to be hoisted
tetween their Fleet Numbers.

When addressing a Column, it is to
‘e hoisted Inferior to the Distinguishing
~igmal of the Column. When a private
<hip addresses the Flag Ship, Flag E is
o be hoisted Inferior to the Flag Ship's
Fleet Number.

The Answering Pendant is to be hoisted
“close up” by the ship or ships addressed,
denoting that they are ready to read
and write down the Signal. It is to be
“ dipped ” when a word is lost, and the
ship making the Signal is then to repeat
the last word until the Answering

Pendant is again hoisted « close up.”

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INSTRUCTIONS FOR SIGNALLING
BY FLAG WAVING.

The system used is the Morse Alphabet,
<he letters being made by groups of
long and short flashes caused by moving
he Flag through a long or short are, as
<hown on page 14.

The Signalman works from left to
right, as shown in the Figure. In the
normal position (¢) in the Figure, the
Flag should make an angle of 25° with
a vertical line through the centre of the
body.

The Pole should be kept high enough
to permit seeing underncath the Flag
when in motion.

HOW TO SIGNAL.

A pause equal to the length of a long
Hash, should be made at the normal

the same moment gathered in,
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A slight pause should be made :‘1,t the
wozmal position before commencing a
word or groap of letters. ‘
